Questions from Skiloft Neighborhood Residents for March 14th Meeting

1. What do I need to do to cut off my service on April 1st?
a. Water/Sewer--Nothing, we will take care of it.  Follow the document the town has provided prior to leaving.
b. Internet/cable/phone—Nothing, the service providers will take care of it
c. Electric—Cut off power at the breaker box

2. What do I need to do to restore service on October 1st?
a. Water/Sewer- Service will be resumed as normal at the end of the construction period; homeowners don’t need to do anything to restore service.
b. Internet/cable/phone—Nothing, the service providers will take care of it
c. Electric—Turn power back on at the breaker box

3. Will I have to pay any cut-off or re-connect fees on any service? No

4. When can the police department take me to my property for maintenance checks? Is police permission needed to walk up or just if I need transportation? Weekend visits will be available with scheduling through the Beech Mountain Police Department.  Contact them to schedule your time and to be given permission to enter the construction zone.

5. Can I check on my neighbor’s houses when I visit my own? If you are scheduling a visit to check homes which you do not own, please have the homeowner provide written permission to our police department. 

6. Will the drone footage of the Skiloft neighborhood be recorded, and can I access that online? No

7. Who will be the paving contractor? I want to arrange paving of my parking area in connection with this project.  The paving contractor has not yet been selected.

8. If my property (steps, parking pad, retaining wall, etc.) gets damaged during the construction, will it be repaired before September 30th? I want to be able to rent as soon as possible this fall.  Private repairs applicable to the town project are scheduled to be completed prior to September 30th. Due to the need for the contractor to focus on completing the infrastructure project in a timely manner, it is possible that unforeseen repairs or restorations may extend past the September 30th deadline.

9. May we have confirmation that the Beechtop entrance wall encroaching Skiloft and the Skiloft turnaround will be replaced with segmental stack block and moved to the original property boundary. What type and design?  There will be changes to the wall at the base of Beechtop.  Design is still in progress.

10. Are the closing/re-opening dates for Skiloft Road firm? Yes, the road will be closed April 1st through September 30th and will re-open October 1st.

11. Is there any waiving of county or town property taxes for the time period when the property is unavailable for use? No

12. Will we still have to pay monthly minimum water bills while the project is underway? No
