


VACATING PROPERTY PROTOCOLS CHECKLIST
The Town of Beech Mountain appreciates your cooperation for the Skiloft Utilities Project. The project has an expected construction window starting April 1st, 2024, through September 30th. As a curtesy, we have done some additional research on the best practices to take for vacating your property for an extended period of time. 

COMMUNICATION
Throughout the project’s duration we will need to contact you via phone call and or email for swift decision making and information exchanges. For us to properly do this it is imperative that you check with our billing department to ensure that your contact information is up to date. Moreover, should your contact information change at any point during the project please let the billing department know. 

HOME PLUMBING
There is no need to do anything special in regard to your home plumbing, i.e., there is no need to drain water heaters, or the water closets on your toilet. Simply ensure that all sink faucets and exterior spigots are closed, and water hoses are disconnected from the exterior spigots. Lastly, please make sure you turn off your homeowner’s water shutoff at your water meter, the Town will turn off the water meters. 

HOME WINTERIZATION
If you have had your home winterized from the previous winter season, please ensure the de-winterization process has been completed prior to April 1st. Some care providers use chemicals that could pose a threat to the water system if it is in your home plumbing when you leave. 

HOME ELECTRIC AND COMMUNICATIONS
The electric recommendation is to turn off the main breaker in your home. Communications will be de-energized with the main breaker shutoff and should be in safe condition. 

PROPANE
The recommendation for propane is to have the gas feed turned off at the tank.

PROPERTY
To avoid damage that could occur during the construction of the project please put away roadside flags and markers. Make sure to put chairs, benches, or other items in a safe place. Please take any valuables, or important documents with you for safekeeping throughout the duration of the project. 


MAIL
If you receive mail at the property, please consider having it routed to another address. 

HOME SERVICES
If you have any home services such as pest control, propane fill-ups, home cleaning, security monitoring, or any other commonly used or monitored services are notified. The Town will provide specific windows for services at the property that must be coordinated with the Town of Beech Mountain Police Department for entry to the properties. 

ODDS AND ENDS
The police will be extra vigilant during the construction period and have an enhanced public safety plan in place. However, it is still best practice to make sure all windows are your property are closed and locked. All refrigerators and freezers are emptied and remove all trash from your property. Consider purchasing a moisture absorber such as Damp-Rid to place in spaces that are prone to mold or mildew during the summer months.
